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Introduction.
A Constitution is simply a statement of the purpose of the group and a set of rules that it will follow to make decisions about the group’s activities. This template is for small groups wanting to keep things simple and not likely to be seeking charitable status. There is a more detailed and comprehensive model available from 3VA and groups are advised to compare the two models and choose the one that most closely matches the Groups’ needs. The Charity Commission have their own templates to meet the needs for groups to set up as charities.
There is no need to have designated officers of the group, but it may be useful to have people who perform the roles of Chair, Secretary and Treasurer.
